IMSC Show Information - 2026 Show - Our Stars on Ice - 

SHOW DATES:  March 21 and March 22, 2026

There are 3 shows total - 2 on Saturday and 1 on Sunday.  Shows are at 1pm and 6pm on Saturday and 2pm on Sunday.   Tickets are required to watch the show and will be sold at the door.   

The show is a large undertaking, but with many hands the work is light and fun. Below are details for some of the different things that make up the show.  Volunteer Requirement for the show - each family must be represented at either show set up or tear down AND at 2 of the 3 shows.

SHOW COMMITTEE - these are the people who help make the show fun for the skaters and a great experience for attendees.  The show committee makes props, decorations and guides the decorating for the show. The committee will also help coordinate the program, flowers for sale at the rink, and other show-related tasks, props, and extras.

1. Raffle Basket Donations - we sell raffle basket tickets at each show and look for donations of raffle baskets at least $25 in value.  Each raffle basket donated counts as ONE general volunteer hour.
2. Locker room parents - we need locker room parents for each show.  At least one volunteer must be safesport certified and have a background check completed per USFSA guidelines.  It is very important that we have volunteers at each age level. To be SafeSport compliant a back ground check must be completed and SafeSport training modules completed.  In addition we need additional locker room monitors, the amount depends on age level and amount of skater.  Younger skaters with no costume changes use the upstairs above the lobby as their locker room.  Only parents who have signed up to be locker room parents are allowed to be in that area. This is not somewhere to watch the show from.  Additionally, locker room parents are expected to assist and help with all skaters, not just their own children. There will be no men allowed in the back locker room area beyond the curtain.
3. Volunteer opportunities at the show:
a. Selling 50/50 tickets - Should arrive one hour prior to show ready to sell tickets.  This is a volunteer position that requires a dynamic ticket seller.  Tickets will be sold prior to the show and during intermission.  One ticket seller should go through the stands before the show and at intermission.
b. Raffle basket ticket sales - Should arrive one hour prior to show start.  Tickets will be sold before the show and during intermission.
c. Door ticket sales - Arrive one hour prior to show time.  Tickets are sold through the first few numbers of the show.
d. Lights - running spotlights - we light to highlight our skaters!  There are two spot light locations. 
e. Parking lot attendants - Arrive one hour before show time, direct skaters and families to the long side of the building.  Keep cars parked in an orderly fashion to fit as many cars in the parking lot as possible, as well as keeping lanes open for access to the building.  Manage the handicapped parking at edge of building.
f. Flower sales (and cookie/candy bar, etc) - Arrive one hour prior to show, flowers are sold before the show, during intermission and after the show.
g. Locker room parents -.Maintain kids, make sure bathroom is hit prior to numbers and skaters are dressed with skates on prior to their performance.
h. Runners- these are the people to who make sure the skaters are ready to go on the ice during the show at the right time.  
i. Hall Monitor - the Hall Monitor will make sure no one enters the locker room hallway who shouldn’t be there.  They also will also remind all who enter that cameras and cell phones are not allowed in locker rooms. This will be a new position.
j. Set up and Tear down - We put a backdrop up on the ice and decorate the rink and lobby, we also remove the glass in front of the stands and have to put it back up (Set up will be early Saturday morning, tear down is immediately following the Sunday show). 
k. Concessions - Must arrive one hour before each show.  Make sure concession stand is ready for the show, sell concessions prior to the show, restock concession stand and sell concessions during intermission.
l. Audience Monitor - This person will stand at the stands and make sure people are not walking in and out during performances. This would be a new volunteer position.  We found it was greatly needed in 2023.

Practice schedule -   Please note - skaters practice 2 times a week in the weeks leading up to the show.  These practices may not be on the normal day you skate; practices take place on Sunday, Monday and/or Wednesday and a schedule for each group will be sent.

There will be an attendance form that will need to be filled out if your skater will miss practice(s) due to a scheduled conflict.  Of course, we always expect parents to use good judgment in the case of illness and ask that you notify the board if your skater will miss due to illness.

Show Participation - Skaters are expected to participate in all 3 shows show weekend, unless illness or last minute emergency.  Numbers are choreographed based on participants and participation is needed.  If you know your skater will have other obligations, please speak with a board member right away to see if participation is viable for the show.

SHOW WEEK - the week of the show there will be regular show practice, in addition there will be a TECHNICAL RUN THROUGH on Thursday, March 19.  A FULL DRESS REHEARSAL on Friday, March 20.  TWO shows on Saturday, March 21 and ONE show on Sunday, March 22nd.  Technical and Dress rehearsals are mandatory for all skaters and for hall monitors/runners.

Locker Room Notes - No phones or cameras are permitted in locker rooms, this includes tablets with cameras.  This is a USFSA Safesport guideline.  Please, DO NOT take photographs of your skater in the locker room or the back hallway.  

Show announcing - The show audio is recorded in advance.  This audio will be played at the Technical Run Through.  If there are any mispronunciations they must be brought to our attention at this rehearsal.

Show Recording - In past years we have done a recording for sale. Due to new USFSA guidelines surrounding music copyrights and banning the recording with music, we will have a photographer at all 3 shows taking photos of all our skaters.

Photos - Photo day will be announced when costumes arrive and are distributed!! Photos are taken by group and then each individual skater.  A schedule will be coming out shortly.  Skaters should be in full costume and ready to go at least 15 minutes prior to scheduled photo time. 

Show Program - There is a show program.  This lists the order of the program so the audience can follow along.  We also feature each senior.  In addition we have an opportunity for business ads and we also will have HAPPY ADS.  Happy Ads are a one line encouragement message for your skater and will be available for $5.  (Ex.  Have a great show Jane, it’s been fun watching you skate this season.  We are proud of you.) 

Show Etiquette - All spectators must remain seated during the performances. NO ONE should be exiting or entering the stands while any skaters are performing.

Outstanding Balances - All ice fees, fundraiser balances  and any outstanding fees must be paid by February 28th, 2026. Please see a board member as soon as possible if there are any issues or concerns.

Technical Run-through Thursday, March 19th @ 4:30 pm: This is a mandatory practice.  We will start promptly at 4:30 with ALL skaters on the ice for grand finale.  Skaters should have a skate guard in one hand to take on the ice.   Then skaters must be in the back hall or in the players bench at least 4 numbers before they are scheduled to get on the ice.  It is the parent’s (or whomever is at the rink with the skater) responsibility to ensure the skater is ready to get on the ice. There will be lists at the rink posted so please use them to follow along with the program.  Please note - tech run through order may not reflect actual show order.   Skaters may be able to leave after their number IF their coach doesn’t need them to practice anything else.  Please check with their coach.
Dress Rehearsal: Friday, March 20th @ 4:00 pm This is a mandatory practice.  This will start promptly at 4:30 with the grand finale and then a run through of the show from start to finish.  Please plan to bring snacks or something to eat during this time. Concession stand will be opened. This practice will last until 6 pm.  Before leaving, please check with your skaters coach. 

Hall Monitors and Locker Room Moms will use this time to check out what the flow of the show is going to be. Please plan to bring snacks or something for the skater to eat during this time. Concession stand will be open. Skaters may leave after their program is finished. Before leaving, please check in with your coach. *****PARENTS***** Please plan to stick around the rink during this time, as there may be show preparations starting.

Spring Show Performance: Saturday, March st1h @1 pm & 6 pm; Sunday, March 22  2pm. Skaters should be prepared to arrive at the rink 30-45 minutes prior to the start of each performance and are required to remain in the locker rooms. If the skater needs to leave the locker room, please confirm with the locker room mom.  Locker room monitors are to be in lockers rooms with skaters until the end of the show.

Parking - When you arrive for the show, please park along the long side of the rink, leaving the main parking area for show spectators.  There will be handicapped parking coned off.  Please be mindful of the reserved parking space

Spring Show Tickets:  Parents need to purchase a ticket for each performance, unless they are volunteering for that specific performance.  Ticket prices are:
$10 - Adults
$5 - Students
Under 5 - Free

Spring Show Volunteers: Volunteers are needed to assist before, during and after the shows.  Our sign up was done with the sign up genius link sent prior by email.  Please check in with a board member if you have any questions about what should be done in the position you signed up for. Most opportunities will be listed/available on trackitforward. Spring Ice Show: Recommended Supply List: Skaters will be in the locker rooms for several hours, so please pack a bag with some of the following items for your skater.  We follow USFSA SafeSport guidelines.  No Males allowed in the hallway, aside from show line up.  Male skaters for You and Me are to only go to the Vets locker room until line up for the number.  Female skaters for You and Me will dress in their skaters locker room.  Locker room doors should be kept closed at all time.  

· Skates, costume, tights
· Skate guards - guards need to be worn at all times when not on ice
· Electronics at your own risk, electronics must not have a camera.— No cameras/phones in locker rooms!!!  There are NO PHOTOS Allowed in locker rooms.  Signs will be posted.
· Color-free markers with books
· Crayons
· books to read
· stadium/beach blankets for on the floor
· Bathrobes are nice. They are easy to slip on/off over costumes and will keep your skater warm.
· Snacks - Think clean! Drinks should have covers. Avoid messy snacks that may stain costumes, fingers or tongues.
· Please remember to label all items.
· Please be sure to assist your skater with removal of all items immediately following the Sunday show.  Items can be left Saturday for the Sunday show.

Spring Ice Show Sales: Flowers will be available to purchase at each show. Skaters are allowed to take receipt of flowers at the end of each show performance. Skaters cannot accept flowers/gifts in the middle of the show.  Bouquets are $10.   We may also have other items including Basket Raffles for sale. The proceeds of all sales and raffles act as a fundraiser for IMSC!  

Illness:  If your child is sick, please do not have them participate in the practices/show.  In the past, we have had sickness pass through our locker rooms from skaters that were sent to the show sick.  The kids are in close quarters in the locker rooms and illness can pass from skater to skater easily.  Also, Spring Break is a week after the show and families do not want to be sick for their long week off.  

Spring Ice Show Clean Up: All families are encouraged to remain at the rink after the last performance on Sunday to assist with clean-up. Even if you are able to just stay for a bit, many hands make light work.  This is also a fun time for skaters to skate around one last time.
